EQUITY BENCHMARKS
DEFIED gravity for the second
straight session on Friday on
expectations of measures from
the Centre to jump-start
the sluggish economy and
assuage investor concerns over
taxation.

After rallying 480 points
during the day, the Sensex set-
tled 254.55 points, or 0.68%,
higherat 37,581.91.The Nifty
jumped 77.20 points, or
0.70%,t0 11,109.65. During
the week, the Sensex gained
463.69 points or 1.249%,while
the Nifty advanced 112.30
points or 1.02%.

Finance minister Nirmala
Sitharaman met foreign port-
folio investors (FPIs) on Friday
amid indications that the
higher surcharge imposed on
them in the Budget might be
reconsidered.

Sitharaman and finance
ministry officials also met cap-
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tains of the industry on Thurs-
day and assured them that the
governmentwould takeaction
toboost the economy.

Hopes of multiple mea-
sures from the Centre to lift
growth and address tax con-
cerns fuelled the rally in
domestic equities over the last
two sessions, traders said.

Top gainers in the Sensex
pack included Maruti, Bajaj
Finance,Vedanta, HDFC twins,
HUL, Kotak Bank and ICICI
bank, which surged up to
3.36%.

Onthe otherhand,Yes Bank
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was the biggest laggard, crack-
ing 7.91%. Tech Mahindra,
Tata Motors, Tata Steel, ITCand
Sun Pharma fell up to 2.50%.

“Indications from the gov-
ernment to announce mea-
sures to boost private invest-
ments and relaxation in
super-rich tax for FPIs fuelled
a positive momentum in the
market. Profit booking was
witnessed in defensive seg-
ments like IT stocks but the
rallywas broad based.

“Trend may be unpre-
dictable in the near-term,nev-
ertheless stability in taxation,

gains

ease in liquidity, supportive
measures and fall in interest
rates will benefit the economy
in the second half of the year,’
said Vinod Nair, head of
research at Geojit Financial
Services.

Sectorally, BSE auto,
finance, consumer durables,
bankex, realty and FMCG
indices gained up to 1.99%.

On the other hand, metal,
teck, telecom, IT, power, utili-
ties and healthcare fell up to
0.83%.

Broader BSE midcap and
smallcap indices followed the
benchmarks, rising up to 1%.

On the global front, equities
remained subdued amid trade
war concerns, while political
uncertainties in Italy weighed
on European bourses.

Elsewhere in Asia, the
Shanghai Composite Index,
Hang Seng, Kospi and Nikkei
ended on a mixed note.

Brent crude futures, the
global oil benchmark, rose
0.73% to $57.80 per barrel.

Rupee declines 9p to 70.78

THE RUPEE DECLINED by 9
paise to close at 70.78 against
the dollar on Friday as market
participants were cautious
ahead of a meeting between
foreign investors and finance
ministry officials regarding
the higher tax surcharge.

At the interbank foreign
exchange,the rupee witnessed
high volatility. After opening
on a strong note at 70.54, the
local unit touched a high of
70.44 and a low of 70.82 dur-
ing the day. It finally settled
down 9 paise at 70.78 against
the dollar. The rupee had
closedat 70.69 against the dol-
lar on Thursday.

“FM  should seriously
reconsiderand withdraw unin-
tended super-rich surcharge
on FPI's. If they offerany relief
on long-term capital gain tax
thatwill certainly goalongway
in improving sentiments on
the Street,” said VK Sharma,
head of PCG and capital mar-
ket strategy at HDFC Securi-
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ties.On aweeklybasis thelocal
unit lost 118 paise.

“It was a volatile week for
the rupee. The week began
with yuan depreciating to the
lowest since 2008 and led the
rupee to fall to 70.9850, the
lowest in five months. How-
ever,arelief rallywas seen after
the RBI cutinterestratesby 35
bps and rumours over FM
rolling back FPI taxes,” Emkay
Global Financial Services cur-
rency research head Rahul
Gupta said.

Forex traders said the trig-
ger for the rupee going forward
would be inflation data, any

spurt on US-China trade war
and geopolitical tensions
between India and Pakistan.

“We expect the range to be
70.40-71.25,” Gupta said.

Foreign institutional
investors (FIIs) turned net buy-
ers in the capital markets,
putting in Rs 203 crore on Fri-
day, provisional data showed.

Forex traders said rising
crude oil prices also weighed
on the domestic currency.
Brent crude futures, the global
oilbenchmark,climbed 1.43%
to §58.20 perbarrel.

The dollar index, which
gauges the greenback's
strength against a basket of six
currencies, fell 0.08% to
97.54.

Meanwhile, the 10-year
government bond yield was at
6.50% on Friday.
